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Advisor of the Month is an award in which staff on campus who have academic advising roles 
can give their advising peers recognition for their ability to go above and beyond in their roles 
and with students.

March’s Advisor of the Month is Amy Kimball, Academic Advisor in the College of Social & 
Behavioral Science, and is the Lead Advisor for Health, Society & Policy. One of her nominations 
demonstrates the how much knowledge she possesses and how she challenges and supports 
each of her students:

“I cannot think of a better example of someone who is helping students to be the solution than Amy. I have had the opportunity to 
observe many of her advising appointments, and I am stunned by how much knowledge she has in the field of human health, and 
how she gently encourages her students to think about how they want to contribute to that broad and ever-changing field. Amy’s 

students and colleagues absolutely adore her.”
